How to install ?
Special polyurethane underlay is laid down prior to installing laminate flooring. This helps the floor to float freely over the top. Some more expensive underlayments are available for reducing sound transmissions and restricting moisture from wicking up.                           
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Thanks to the locking system of Floorica laminate flooring that is designed to fit for the human-machine engineering. 
Installation can be achieved by lightly shaking your wrist. Home of Floorica CLICK glue less locking system adopts a linking method with angle. By slightly lifting the flooring with a slanting angle and then pressing down reversely, the flooring will be locked tightly. Such a convenient installation can largely shorten your working time. Even you can install several lines of flooring at the same time.
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During the whole installation, because no special tool or glue is needed, the installation is very sanitary and environmentally protective. The flooring can be put into use immediately after the installation. As long as you like, you can take the flooring away for use in other place.
Installation Tools :

Glue - most laminate floors require a special glue to secure the planks together and help seal moisture from penetrating the core.
Fillers & Sealants - some laminate manufacturers have added color coordinating fillers and sealants. The colored fillers are to fix seam gaps between planks and the sealant is used around the perimeter where moisture may enter.
Straps - straps work much better than clamps at pulling plank rows together. Normally you need a strap set for every four feet in the starter rows.
Tapping Block - the tapping blocks are used to lightly tap two planks together. Most blocks are designed to fit a specific manufacturers tongue and groove design.
Wedges - the V-shaped wedges are used to insure a minimum gap is left between the laminate floor and all vertical walls. Consult manufacturer's installation for required gap distances.
Pulling Bar - the bar is used to help pull two pieces of laminate together. Care must be used with these bars so as to not chip the surface of the laminate plank.
How to care ?
Easy + clean = Floorica Flooring
Floor maintenance is important to prevent wear effects and to retain a better appearance - for a longer-living floor. 

Floorica laminate floors are particularly easy to maintain. We recommend Floor wipe care for regular cleaning and maintenance of Laminate floors.
Cleaning and maintenance notes

Simply remove non-adherent dirt by sweeping, using a static cloth or with a suitable vacuum cleaner. 

Wipe off footmarks and heavy dirt with a well-wrung cloth. Avoid standing water or other liquids under all circumstances. Always rub the floor dry, free of streaks. 

Only use cleaning solutions which dry without leaving behind residues. Note that microfibre cloths are sometimes suitable for cleaning.

In general you should not use grinding and abrasive agents, polishes (furniture polish), wax, bleaching agents or strong solvents. Also do without combined care products with additional use for parquet, cork, etc. 

Follow the cleaning agent manufacturer’s instructions regarding the correct quantities to use. 

Remove stubborn dirt using residue-free cleaners (suitable for laminate floors), spray cleaners or acetone. 

Only use office stools with soft castors. Always place felt gliders under movable furniture, otherwise warranty claims for wear expire.
